doesn’t wash away sins. Both are done by God’s power
through belief in His promises.
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This is a reference to ACTS 22:16, wherein your sins are
washed away by baptism and it is necessary that your be
purified from your sins to be child of God
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The point is not that there other sheep in other folds but that
all the sheep must be in one flock and under one shepherd.
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Comment: Repentance is an
essential step in the conversion process to salvation. If
a convert hasn’t repented but is nevertheless baptized
into the church, the lack of repentance would render
the baptism meaningless. See Acts 2:38.
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Comment: Some

translators render this as caught in any trespass. Overtaken
in any trespass might be the better translation - considering
the example of a marathon race. Although a runner may be
ahead in the race and running strong, another runner may

gain and overtake the lead because he became tired and ex-

hausted.
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Comment: The request that Jesus increase their
faith wasn’t a legitimate request. The increase of our faith is
up to us and, in order to increase our faith, risk is involved.

If we refuse to take the risk of placing our lives in God’s
hands, we shall never cultivate faith in Him.
